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The Role

The Pediatric Clinical Nurse Specialist program is designed to prepare experienced pediatric nurses for advanced practice roles in the care of children with acute and chronic conditions. Emphasis is placed on the development of advanced clinical nurse specialists who will be prepared to function in a variety of clinical settings to provide leadership and patient management.


The Program

The graduate core and advanced practice nursing core courses emphasize the curricula requirements outlined in the Essentials of Master's Education for Advanced Practice Nursing by the American Association of Colleges of Nursing. The coursework is available on-line and/or compressed formats for distance students. The Pediatric Clinical Nurse Specialist program curriculum starts with a core knowledge set of pediatric concepts ranging from normal growth and development through health screening and maintenance. It then advances to provide in-depth education into subspecialization within the field of pediatric nursing with neonates, infants, children, and their families through didactic and clinical experiences to achieve student's individual career goals.


The Faculty

The Practitioner-Teacher model at Rush University allows faculty to maintain and enhance their clinical expertise and apply it to research and academic programs.
