This list of fellowship programs is for students and applicants of Rush University.  This is not intended to be a comprehensive list, but to supplement other financial aid information available from this office.

CHICAGO SECTION OF THE INSTITUTE OF FOOD TECHNOLOGISTS—This award of $1500 is for graduate research in the area of vitamin chemistry or nutritional implications of vitamins.  Applicants must be graduate students pursuing an M.S. or Ph.D. degree with vitamin research as a primary focus.  Students must be full-time at an accredited institution within the Chicago Section region and be enrolled at the time of the award. HOWARD HUGHES MEDICAL INSTITUTE (FELLOWSHIP)– This institute offers pre-doctoral fellowships in Biological Sciences.  It is intended for students who have completed less than one year of graduate study toward an MS, a Ph.D., or an Sc.D. degree in the biological sciences.  Students who hold or are pursuing medical degrees may also be eligible to apply for fellowship support for study towards a Ph.D. or an Sc.D. degree. ILLINOIS CONSORTIUM FOR EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY PROGRAM (ICEOP)— The overall intent of ICEOP is to increase the number of underrepresented faculty and staff in Illinois institutions of higher education and higher education governing boards. Who is eligible?  Ethnic groups traditionally underrepresented in faculty and staff positions in Illinois higher education (African American, Hispanic American, Native American or Asian American).  Applicant must have received a high school diploma or post-secondary degree from an educational institution in Illinois or be a registered voter in Illinois with three or more years of residency in Illinois.  Applicants in all academic disciplines are eligible and applicants must demonstrate financial need.  Each award provides a stipend of $12,500 for full-time students and a stipend of $6,250 for part-time students for an academic year. ILLINOIS MINORITY GRADUATE INCENTIVE PROGRAM (IMGIP)—The purpose of the IMGIP is to increase the number of African American, Hispanic American and Native American members of the faculties and professional staffs at Illinois Institutions of higher education, where there is severe underrepresentation of minorities. Who is eligible?  Ethnic groups traditionally underrepresented in faculty and staff positions in Illinois higher education (African American, Hispanic American or Native American).  Applicants must be US citizens or permanent residents of the US. Applicants must have a minimum GPA of 2.75 (4.0) in the last sixty hours of undergraduate work, or over a 3.2 (4.0) in at least 9 hours of graduate study. Applicant must have received a baccalaureate degree from an accredited institution of higher education and have been accepted for admission to a doctoral program at one of the participating institutions in fields where there is sever underrepresntation, specifically in life sciences, physical sciences, engineering and mathematics. The IMGIP award consists of a full tuition waiver plus an annual stipend of no less than $17,500 for full-time enrollments. This includes $1500 for books, supplies and travel. INDIAN FELLOWSHIP PROGRAM—American Indian, Eskimo, Alute, and other Alaskan natives are eligible for fellowships with an average award in excess of $8,000.  The fellowships are renewable but not to exceed four years.  The awards are based on financial need, merit and the likelihood that the applicant will serve the Indian population. NATIONAL MEDICAL FELLOWSHIPS-- Financial support is offered for U.S. citizens who are members of groups that are under-represented in medicine. NATIONAL RURAL INSTITUTE on ALCOHOL and DRUG ABUSE— The National Rural Institute on Alcohol and Drug Abuse award scholarships to medical students interested in obtaining specialized medical training in alcohol and other drug abuse treatment at The National Rural Institute on Alcohol and Drug Abuse conference.  Each recipient receives a scholarship, which covers tuition and on-campus room and board during the conference, plus a $200 stipend. NATIONAL SCIENCE FOUNDATION-GRADUATE RESEARCH FELLOWSHIPS— The National Science Foundation (NSF) aims to ensure the vitality of the human resource base of science, mathematics, and engineering in the United States and to reinforce its diversity by offering approximately 900 graduate fellowships each year, including awards for women in engineering, computer and information science. Fellowships provide three years of support for graduate study leading to research-based master’s or doctoral degrees in the fields of science, mathematics, and engineering supported by the NSF and are intended for students in the early stages of their graduate study. SCHOLARSHIPS— 

Applicant must be engaged in active research towards the cure of Alzheimer's and AIDS and must be working towards a graduate degree. Applicant should be ready to submit a letter from the supervising professor, and a curriculum vitae. Recipient will be expected to, submit a progress report at agreed upon intervals, limit use of funds for administrative purposes to a maximum of 5%, submit a letter detailing how funds are to be used, and designate a person to oversee the spending of funds. STANLEY J. SARNOFF ENDOWMENT FOR CARDIOVASCULAR SCIENCE—Medical students enrolled in any accredited medical school in the United States may apply for a Fellowship. Each Fellow conducts one year of cardiovascular research at an institution, located in the United States, other than the medical school she or he attends. Fellows generally have completed their second or third year of medical school. PAUL & DAISY SOROS FELLOWSHIPS FOR NEW AMERICANS—This Fellowship provides support for up to two years of graduate study in any subject, anywhere in the US.  Students already in graduate study are eligible.  The Fellowship provides $20,000 maintenance and half-tuition wherever the Fellow attends.  Candidates must be either holders of Green Cards, naturalized citizens, or children of two naturalized citizen parents.  For more information visit

SPENCER FOUNDATION DISSERTATION FELLOWSHIPS—The Swiss Benevolent Society is sponsoring scholarship awards for undergraduate college students of Swiss descent having permanent residence in the greater Chicago area.  Applicant must be either a Swiss national with permanent US residency permit or of Swiss descent with documents of proof. Applicant must reside permanently in the state of Illinois or Southern Wisconsin (Dane, Grant, Green, Iowa, Jefferson, Kenosha, LaFayette, Milwaukee, Ozoukee, Racine, Rock, Walworth, Washington, and Waukesha counties only). Swiss students studying in the US on a student or visitor's visa are not eligible. Financial need not being a requirement, all candidates will be judged on academic merit only. Awards are for tuition only. (Preference will be given to applicants studying for their first undergraduate degree.)
